Preparing for the Presbytery Meeting

It is each commissioner’s responsibility to be prepared for the upcoming presbytery meeting.  We hope that each pastor will assist by instructing the elder commissioners what the responsibilities of a presbytery commissioner entail.  Please print out the posted packet and more importantly, read it prior to the meeting.  Be sure to check the presbytery website within 3 days of the meeting for new business that might be posted.  There is not enough time during the meeting to read, synthesize and recognize the implications of the information, especially new business, for the presbytery.
If you are a new commissioner, attending the new commissioner orientation that occurs just prior to the presbytery meeting, will make you feel more comfortable and be a more effective commissioner.  Consult the docket for the specific time and location of the new commissioner orientation.
The Ecclesiastical Affairs Committee, on behalf of the presbytery, is also concerned that there are churches who have not been sending commissioners to the presbytery meetings.  There also seems to be a great number of commissioners who leave the meeting before it has been adjourned.  We pray that all of our churches take the connectional responsibility to presbytery sincerely and hope that commissioners will come on time and stay for the entire meeting.

It is the desire of the Ecclesiastical Affairs Committee that all commissioners’ voices be heard during the meeting.  Being prepared for the meeting will make the meetings more efficient and effective and should give each commissioner an opportunity to be more actively involved in the business of the presbytery.
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
