MOVE AND RECOMMEND THE FOLLOWING:
COMPOSITION AND DELEGATED POWERS

for the 

ADMINISTRATIVE COMMISSION FOR HERITAGE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH

PRESBYTERY OF NEW COVENANT

1. That the Administrative Commission for Heritage Presbyterian Church be composed of the following elders and minister-members:
a. Elder Rupert Turner, MDPC, Houston
b. The Rev. Dr. Jack Lancaster, HR
c. The Rev. Kevin Rudolph, Windwood Presbyterian Church, Houston
d. Elder Jeanie Flowers, St. Philip Presbyterian Church, Houston
e. The Rev. Winfield (“Casey”) Jones, First Presbyterian Church, Pearland
f. Elder Mary Herlitz, St. John’s Presbyterian Church, Houston
g. The Rev. Deborah Measells, First Presbyterian Church, Brazoria
h. Elder Scott Meddaugh, Southminster Presbyterian Church, Missouri City
2. That the Administrative Commission for Heritage Presbyterian Church ( the “Commission”) be granted the full authority of the presbytery to execute the following limited powers (G-9.0502):
a. to determine which members of Heritage Presbyterian Church wish to continue as members of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) (G.-8.0601) and to represent them;
b. to consult authorities outside the membership of the presbytery on specific matters;
c. to direct the session to receive no new members until these matters are resolved; and
d. to propose to the presbytery the recommendation for the disposition of the property held by or for the church and the assumption of the liabilities of the church.
3. That additional authority of the presbytery be granted to the Commission, to be invoked only after consultation with and concurrence of the General Council.  Such additional authority is limited to the following and shall be reported by General Council to the presbytery:
a. to authorize oversight of the church, its ministry and its property;
b. to assume original jurisdiction in the event the session is unable or unwilling to manage wisely the affairs of the church (G-10.0102);
c. to freeze the assets of the church (real and liquid); 
d. to secure the building, grounds and other property of the church for the use and benefit of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), if and until the presbytery votes otherwise.
4. That General Council be granted the authority to add, remove or replace members of the Commission if it is apparent that some member(s) need relief or in order to bring in persons with new skills or gifts to the process. Such a replacement shall be reported to the presbytery.
5. That the quorum of the Commission shall be a majority of its elected and appointed members.
6. That any recommendation of dismissal with or without property shall come before the body of the presbytery for their consideration and action.
