2. If a YOUTH, be at least 15 years old and no older than 19 years old on July 20, 2010.  If an ADULT, older than 21 years old. 
3. Be a member of a Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) in the Presbytery of New Covenant and would be a good representative of your church in the larger church.

4. Be an active participant in their local church and youth activities.

5. Has participated in Presbytery activities.

6. Willing to participate in the total program and activities of the 2010 Youth Triennium and encourage full participation by others.

7. Be able to live in a community of 100 (Presbytery of New Covenant) and 5,000 (Youth Triennium Event).

8. Be able to travel with the delegation to and from the event - July 20 - 24, 2010.
